
Presque Isle Township Board of Trustees

Minutes of the regular meeting

held September 12th, 2011
Call to order: Supervisor Patrick Pokorski called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. 

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Members Present:  Supervisor Patrick Pokorski, Treasurer Bette Tadajewski, Clerk Cynthia Paavola, Trustee Patricia Hart, and Trustee Lynn Morrison.
Audience: Clarkson Most, Linda Taylor, Dick & Cathy Spencer, Deb Trelfa, Clayton Peters, Jackie Popielec, Jean LaPointe, Floyd Selves, Bill Fay, Attila & Sharon Paltelky, John Laycock, and Karen Pettalia. 
Approve Agenda: C. Paavola asked to have the proposals from R.S. Scott and Model Printing added under New Business, and B. Tadajewski informed that they would need to rescind the motion for the resolution to adopt Ordinance No. 3 of 2011 from last month, and re-approve it this month because she had included the wrong wording in the original resolution. L. Morrison made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. P. Hart seconded. All ayes; motion carried. 
Approval of Minutes-August 8th, 2011:  L. Morrison made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. C. Paavola seconded.  All ayes; motion carried.
REPORTS

Treasurer:  B. Tadajewski presented the Treasurer’s Report.  L. Morrison made a motion to accept the report as presented. P. Hart seconded. A roll call vote was taken. All ayes; motion carried. B. Tadajewski also presented a current tax report for the Board members. A total of $1,394,385.21 has been collected so far this tax season. 
Clerk:   C. Paavola presented the Bills and Claims report, however, she stated that she had received numerous bills afterwards.  The totals were presented as follows; Payroll $6,771, General Fund $24,914.78 with an additional $68.68, Capital Projects $3,860.21, and Fireworks $33.42. Total expenditures were $43,839.53. B. Tadajewski informed that check # 12173 would need to be voided as it was a duplicate of check # 12140. She also asked whether or not the $3,600 for postage was included, and C. Paavola confirmed that it was part of the $43,839.53. L. Morrison made a motion to approve the Bills and Claims as presented. P. Hart seconded. A roll call vote was taken. All ayes; motion carried. 
Planning Commission:  B. Tadajewski presented a written report. She also reported that A. Paltelky and C. Taylor will be working on drafting an amendment to the ordinance to address the number of RV’s allowed on lots (with dwellings).
Parks and Recreation:  C. Paavola presented a written report. L. Morrison stated that the Board needs to designate dates for the installation and removal of the buoyed swim area at the Range Light Park. He made a motion to set it up for Memorial weekend and to take it down the weekend after Labor Day. C. Paavola seconded. All ayes; motion carried. 
ZBA: The committee did not meet. There was no report. 
Zoning:  L. Taylor presented a written report. She asked for the Boards direction on what to do next in regards to the Krakow sign. She stated that they have required that our response be in writing, however, she suggested also being present at one of their Planning Commission meetings as well as to prevent any misinterpretation. She indicated that she was comfortable with presenting their case in court if it came down to that. There was further discussion regarding an informal hearing as well as ways of addressing the matter with Krakow Twp. L. Morrison made a motion to provide a written response, and to proceed with an informal hearing if a citation is issued as a result of the written response.  P. Hart seconded. All ayes; motion carried. L. Taylor will find out when their next meeting is, and will forward a draft of her written response for P. Pokorski to review. They can then schedule to attend a meeting accordingly.  
Assessor:  C. Most presented a written report.  

Administrative Assistant:  E. Comerford was not present, however, provided a written report. A note was passed on to B. Tadajewski informing of the plans to seal coat Blue Horizon. She confirmed they had enough money in their maintenance fund to cover the cost. E. Comerford had a note in regards to grants on her report that members had questions about. No one knew what she was referring to, however, P. Hart elaborated on some grant requests that had recently been filed. 
Sexton:  P. Pokorski presented a written report. There was discussion regarding the directional cemetery sign on Grand Lake Rd. & Kauffman; it’s confusing and can only be seen from one direction. There was discussion on ways to possibly fix it.  
Supervisor:  P. Pokorski presented a written report. He added that he has contacted the sheriff regarding the people who have been illegally dumping their trash at Garrity Hall and the cemetery. A report has been filed and the residents have been contacted and notified. A watch program will also be set up. 
Comments from the Audience:  S. Paltelky spoke in regards to the Arts & Crafts Show. She provided a brief history of how the notification/reservation process took place in the past.  She stated that it did not appear on the Township’s calendar this year, and that after having the date for 2012 approved by Parks and Rec., she has not received any confirmation from the Township. She had recently been informed that she needs to go through the Township regardless of the Parks and Rec.’s approval, but she hasn’t received anything, and she’s confused. C. Peters informed that G. Campbell suffered a massive heart attack last week. He gave an update on his condition and when he’s expected to be home. He contacted P. Pokorski, and he gave authorization for D. Trelfa to fill in for some of G. Campbell’s duties while he’s recovering. Volunteers are trying to get together to finish the rest of the projects. K. Pettalia asked about reimbursement for the flowers purchased for the lighthouse. C. Paavola explained that it was not paid because the receipt that was turned in was not an acceptable receipt, as it was handwritten on a paper bag. C. Paavola will return the original receipt to K. Pettalia and she will have the vendor provide a new one. The Board agreed that when an appropriate receipt is submitted, the reimbursement can be paid as the expenditure was already approved. B. Fay stated that he is working on updating the phone directory for the PI phone book that the Men’s Club puts out. He asked that if anyone has corrections or updates, to send them to the Men’s Club P.O. Box or email them to B. Fay. L. Taylor informed that the next Krakow Twp. Board meeting is tomorrow, and asked if P. Pokorski could be available. He would have to double check, however, thought he was. 
CORREPONDENCE

P. Pokorski passed on the request from Sharon Paltelky for reservation of the New Light Park grounds for August 10-11th. They were requesting for the reservation fee to be waived. L. Morrison made a motion to post August 10-11th, 2012 as the date for the GLA Arts & Crafts Show and to waive the grounds rental fee. P. Hart seconded.  She asked if there were any other groups that this came up for, and P. Pokorski responded that it is handled on a per request basis.  A roll call vote was taken. All ayes; motion carried. L. Morrison asked if there was a cut off date for vendor registration, and S. Paltelky explained there is, however, she has allowed vendors to register later if there aren’t too many of the same kind. A rain location was discussed due to this past year’s storm. P. Pokorski also read a letter from Sue Prucha regarding recent grave decorating that took place. P. Pokorski further explained the activity that took place, and his intentions on how he plans to address the matter. S. Prucha, in her correspondence, had also informed of a headstone that had been tipped over. There was discussion regards that incident as well. P. Pokorski also informed of the Presque Isle Township Officers Assoc. quarterly meeting that will be held on Tues., Oct 4th at 7:00 pm in Metz Twp. at St. Dominic’s Hall.  C. Paavola informed of a public hearing for PIE & G on Sept 27th & 28th.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Security/Township Building’s: P. Pokorski reported that he’s come to the hall twice now and the alarm hasn’t been armed. He also stated that none of the chair persons were set up with codes. Members agreed they should have them. 
Bids for Township Services: It was confirmed that the ad for committee vacancies has been published, however, no bids for services have. 
Surveys: P. Pokorski discussed the fact that one of the corner markings of the survey for the property across the street is now missing because of the power line clearing, and now they can’t find the corner mark. He stated that he felt that it should be procedure for us to go back and put permanent posts in after the parcels are surveyed in order to prevent situations like that from happening again. Members agreed. 
Resolution for Planning and Enabling Act:   P. Pokorski reported that they are going to hold off on presenting the resolution until the CIP committee has had a chance to do a run through of the plan to determine whether or not any amendments need to be made prior to sending it to the Board of approval.  He also invited anyone interested in participating in the run through to contact him. 
Office Staff Temporary Replacement: B. Tadajewski asked if the position was going to be advertised.  It was agreed that it would not being that there were already two qualified candidates in house that could fill the position. It was confirmed that N. Crouch has been contacted and is not interested in filling in. P. Pokorski asked if B. Sharpe was interested, and it was confirmed that she was.  Members discussed hours. It was agreed that since E. Comerford will be doing a lot of the work from home and still be coming in to do payroll, and that because things slow down in  the winter, that reduced hours would be acceptable.  It was also agreed that the new hours would need to be advertised in advance so that the public can be prepared.   P. Pokorski asked C. Paavola to review and determine what the temporary hours would be, and to determine the best way to notify the public. 
Board Member appointments: It was confirmed that N. Kinney and C. Peters from Parks and Rec. have terms expiring at the end of the month. The deadline posted in the vacancy notice was the 15th of Sept. P. Pokorski read a letter of interest that was received from D. Trelfa.  Both N. Kinney and C. Peters have confirmed their interest in continuing to serve, however, felt that D. Trelfa would be an asset to the committee. Being that the deadline for submissions was the 15th, the Board decided to take no further action until the deadline had past in order to ensure that any and all applicants had equal opportunity. 
NEW BUSINESS
Road Projects and Township Participation:   P. Pokorski stated that he has received a call from Mr. Houck from Lake St. He and a group of property owners were wondering what the Township’s involvement was in road projects. P. Pokorski stated that he is aware that they have not contributed to road projects in the past however there is a fund for that. The property owners question was why the Township doesn’t contribute from that fund. B. Tadajewski stated that the Township does cover the cost of legal services and notifications and such for such assessments.  P. Pokorski asked how much that amounted to, and B. Tadajewski said it ranges from each project. She didn’t even have a ballpark, but it should be in the files.  He asked if C. Paavola could find the information in the files. 
Board Member / Park Reservations compensation:  P. Pokorski asked the Board to consider how to handle compensation for this responsibility in the future. Being that this is new to the Township’s responsibilities, they have not had a compensation plan established. He explained that he did put in for mileage for the recent wedding for the hauling of the chairs, but asked the Board to think about how they would like to handle it for the future.  There was brief discussion that followed. 
Use of Township Property for Public Informational Meetings: S. Paltelky had questioned whether or not the Hall could be used for public information meetings.  Ken Bradstreet from Wolverine Power is coming to speak to another group about Wolverine, and she had heard a lot of pros and cons about the proposal.  She thought it would be helpful to hold a question and answer session out here. She is looking for a group or groups to endorse the program.  She asked if the Township would be interested in endorsing the program, and if the Hall would be available. Members agreed it was a good idea. There was also discussion about having public informational meetings become a monthly routine.  Members felt that they did not want to officially endorse the meeting as it may lead to misinterpretation. They will simply provide the location. L. Morrison  P. HART made a motion to allow the hall to be used for the public information meeting for Wolverine Power at no cost. P. Hart  L. MORRISON seconded. Members wanted to make it clear that they were not taking a stand on the issue; they are simply providing a location. A roll call vote was taken. All ayes; motion carried. B. Tadajewski added that if an opposing party wants to hold the same type of meeting after this one, the Board needs to allow that as well. Members agreed. 
Other:  C. Paavola informed that they plan to hold a fundraiser for Gene Campbell to help raise money to help pay for medical expenses.  They would like to do it at the hall, however, didn’t know what the reservation fee would be. There was discussion regarding how to handle the matter.  
R.S. Scott Assoc. Proposal:   C. Paavola read the proposal from R. S. Scott for Phase II of the Range Light Park project.  The cost for the engineering design would be $2,500.00. There was a brief discussion regarding the details of the proposal. D. Spencer provided additional detail of the project based on his conversations with the engineering firm.  All members were in favor of following the professional approach due to the complexity of the project. C. Paavola made a motion to approve the expenditure of up to $2,500.00 for the professional design service for the Range Light Park from R.S. Scott & Assoc.  L. Morrison seconded. It was agreed that the funds would be paid out of Capital Projects. A roll call vote was taken. All ayes; motion carried. 
Model Printing Proposal:  C. Paavola presented the draft of the tri-fold brochure to be printed for the Lighthouse Festival.  She also presented a quote for the printing of the brochure from Model Printing. The total cost for 1,000 brochures was $602.45. There was discussion about obtaining quotes from other printers.  There was also discussion about what information for Presque Isle may already be available from other vendors or organizations involved (so as to not duplicate promotion or information). K. Pettalia also presented information and suggestions about working with the Presque Isle County tourism group to possibly help with promoting the Township at a much lower cost. C. Paavola made a motion to approve the cost of printing 1,000 brochures for $602.45 from Model Printing. P. Hart seconded.  A roll call vote was taken. All ayes; motion carried.
Resolution to Adopt Ordinance No. 3 of 2011:  B. Tadajewski made a motion to rescind the resolution and motion from the August 8th meeting to adopt Ordinance No. 3 of 2011 with the reason being that the wrong change was placed in the resolution (the old verbiage).  C. Paavola seconded the motion. All ayes; motion carried.  B. Tadajewski read the new resolution as follows:

to adopt Ordinance Number 3 of 2011

At a regular meeting of the Presque Isle Township Board of Trustees of the Township of Presque Isle, County of Presque Isle, State of Michigan, held at the Township Hall in said Township on the 14th  12th day of September, 2011 at 7:00 p.m.

The following resolution was offered:

Resolution to adopt Ordinance Number 3 of 2011

WHEREAS, An ordinance to amend the Presque Isle Township Zoning Ordinance was created by the Planning Commission of Presque Isle Township, and is known as Ordinance No. 3 of 2011, and from here further shall be referred to as “the Ordinance”; and 

Whereas, IN GENERAL PROVISIONS, Section 4.11, Fences and Walls, Point C. was replaced with the following:

Where a lot borders a lake or stream, fencing shall not be located in the front yard setback or line of sight.  Further, a fence placed in any part of the lot lying between the principal buildings and the front yard setback shall not exceed four (4) feet in height unless a site plan review has been approved by the Planning Commission.  The Planning Commission shall, by site plan review, consider whether or not the proposed fence unreasonably restricts or may in the future unreasonably restrict the waterfront view of neighboring residents.
THEREFORE, be it resolved that, following the approval and recommendation of the Ordinance from the   Planning Commission of Presque Isle Township, the Presque Isle Township Board of Trustees adopts Ordinance No. 3 of 2011 as written, and directs that the Ordinance be published within 15 days from today, and will take affect 7 days after its date of publication.
