
Meeting of the 

Presque Isle Township Parks and Recreation Committee 

held December 19th, 2011
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order a 6:55 pm by Chairperson Nancy Kinney.
Roll Call:  In attendance were Nancy Kinney, Norma Crouch, Clayton Peters, Dick Spencer, Cynthia Paavola, Judy Kimball., and Jerry Broad. Absent was Lynn Morrison 
Audience: Also present were Patrick Pokorski and Debbie Trelfa (who arrived just before the meeting adjourned)
Member’s Items: none
Agenda:  J. Broad made a motion to approve the agenda as presented. D. Spencer seconded. All ayes; motion carried.   

Minutes – November 28th, 2011:  J. Broad made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. C. Paavola seconded. All ayes; motion carried.

Correspondence: There was brief report on the Isaac Coddington plaque.  The plaque has been installed at the historic range light, and the descendants/family are pleased with the result.  
REPORTS

Comments/updates since reports filed:  J. Kimball stated that Garrity’s have been in contact with her and asked to have the spelling changed on the sign. C. Peters will look into it. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Break wall/jetty project:   J. Broad gave copies of the new contract from Team Elmer’s to each member.  There was discussion about the application with the DNR as well as grant funding. There was additional discussion about the project including funding from the Township or possibly even the Waterways Commission.  There was also discussion about teaming up with other groups or organizations in the area to assist with the project.
Range Light Park:  D. Spencer reported that he met with the Coast Guard and R.S. Scott on Friday. Some suggestions were made and will be reviewed, and the location of the platform will need to be moved back (as it was originally), but the overall concept plan was approved. The Coast Guard would be sending a letter indicating their support and approval.  He also informed of the DNR/DEQ permit application that has been submitted.  
Township Board Procedures:  C. Paavola reported that it is still a work in progress. 

Keeper Statue Funding:   D. Trelfa was not present to report. C. Paavola informed that the Chinese auction/fundraiser brought in $701.00.  C. Peters added that he was informed that they were awarded an $800.00 grant.  An additional fundraiser for Feb. 11th was also discussed.  There was also discussion about the wording on the plaque. J. Kimball and D. Trelfa have been working on it.
PC Survey: C. Peters reported that there are sample questions that they are working with. C. Winters is supposed to contact N. Kinney to discuss further meeting arrangements. It was confirmed that all property owners will be included.
Maintenance Report: C. Peters informed of the repairs being done on the lifeboat. He also informed of the installation of a new security light. Painting at the 1870 cottage was also discussed. 

Committee roles for 2011-12 year:  N. Kinney presented the revised report for members to review. P. Pokorski will also review the document and contribute to further defining each role.  The document should be ready for final review/approval at the January meeting. 
NEW BUSINESS
Need to apply for grants: There was discussion about the acreage around the south end DNR launch area.  D. Spencer asked about the 5-year plan, CIP, and budgeting/prioritizing process. Discussion followed.  Members were encouraged to continuously think of other projects that may need grant funding, and to keep an eye out for grant opportunities. 
Project manager for break wall:  It was confirmed that J. Broad is still the point of contact for the Township at this time, however, once the project is official and moves forward, that may change depending on the needs of the position. 
Dates for 2012 meeting:  The meeting dates were listed on the agenda.  All members approved. D. Spencer made a motion to accept the 2012 meeting dates.  J. Kimball seconded. All ayes; motion carried.
Budget:   C. Paavola reported that the budget reports are working fine, and so far are within their limits. 

Updated PITMS agreement:   D. Spencer reported that it is on paper. P. Pokorski has taken it to the attorney for review. He anticipates it being ready for review within the next couple of weeks. It should be ready for review by next month’s meeting. 

Archaeological concerns for 1870 buildings: J. Kimball provided a written report regarding her investigation of the matter. She elaborated on some of the procedures and requirements including an archaeological assessment. Discussion followed. There was also discussion about the volunteer’s workshop.  J. Kimball is waiting for an answer regarding the specifics of the procedures and guidelines they are required to follow and which projects and/or areas of the property they would apply to. 
Other: J. Broad asked if there was any update on the Besser property.  P. Pokorski provided an update regarding recent conversations with the DNR about the possibility of them acquiring the site with the provision that the Township be next in line for acquisition if something were to happen that would require them to dispose of it. Details were to be discussed at a later date as there have only been initial conversations. 
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:20 pm. The next meeting is scheduled for January 30th, 2012
