
Meeting of the 

Presque Isle Township Parks and Recreation Committee 

held September 26th, 2011
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairperson Nancy Kinney.
Roll Call:  In attendance were Nancy Kinney, Norma Crouch, Clayton Peters, Dick Spencer, Cynthia Paavola and Judy Kimball. Absent were Lynn Morrison and Jerry Broad.
Audience: Also present were Patrick Pokorski, Patricia Hart, and Karen Pettalia.
Member’s Items: D. Spencer asked to discuss the Lighthouse Festival brochures under UNFINISHED BUSINESS, and C. Peters had a report on behalf of L. Morrison regarding trees at the Old Lighthouse, as well as information from Deb Trelfa on the lighthouse keeper statue that he would like to discuss.
Agenda:  C. Paavola made a motion to approve the agenda with the above stated additions. D. Spencer seconded.  All ayes; motion carried.
Minutes – August 29th, 2011.  C. Paavola made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. N. Crouch seconded. All ayes; motion carried.

Correspondence: C. Peters read a letter from Harriet Poch. He also presented her receipt for the flowers; she spent a total of $58.58. She indicated that she also spent additional money on soil and flower pots, however, she lost the receipts so will not seek reimbursement. 
REPORTS: 
Updates to reports:
Maintenance:  C. Peters gave a verbal report. With G. Campbell’s heart attack, things have been slow. They have been able to keep the lawns cut thanks to D. Trelfa and C. Paavola.  Road clean up for Old Lighthouse continues. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Mission Statements: P. Hart provided an explanation of what a mission statement is and gave some of the examples they used to work from. She also presented two drafts for members to review.  There was discussion regarding the drafts.  D. Spencer made a motion, supported by C. Paavola, to approve the mission statement as follows; The mission of Presque Isle Township Parks and Recreation is to protect and preserve our extraordinary natural parks and maritime treasurers in order to provide educational and recreational opportunities for residents and visitors alike. All ayes. Motion carried.

BLM inspection of 1870 property: A date has not yet been scheduled
Township Board Procedures:  C. Paavola reported that it is still a work in progress.
Decision on Range Light Park further improvements: N. Kinney reported that, following a discussion with A. Paltelky, he is ready to move forward with his improvements/repairs to the toilet surround.  D. Spencer discussed Phase II of the project, and informed of his contacts and discussions with various organizations that may be able to help with funding and/or grants and design. The design concept was also briefly discussed. The Committee agreed to move forward with working with the engineering and design firm.
Lighthouse Festival Brochure: D. Spencer presented the draft brochure for members to review. The intentions are to use them not only for the Lighthouse Festival, but also for locations within the Township and in the surrounding area. 
L. Morrison tree report:  C. Peters informed of some work that L. Morrison had done with removal of a dead tree near the park entrance. While he was out there, at the request of C. Peters, he did an assessment of some trees that he and G. Campbell were concerned about. The trees in question have been marked, however, the two of most concern are in the yard of the Old Lighthouse. The branches are larger than the trunks, and there is concern about them breaking off or the trees falling over.  He asked for committee members to go out, view them, and to come back with their recommendations. 

Lighthouse keeper statue:   D. Trelfa asked C. Peters to find out whether or not this project was still in progress and what, if any, the intentions were.  Members discussed the idea, and P. Hart informed that a grant has been applied for. Members were confused as they had never given approval to move forward with the project; approval was only given to obtain additional information. D. Spencer informed that the Yacht Club has already agreed to contribute $200.00.  P. Hart informed that she should have answer as to whether or not they got the grant by the beginning of October. Fundraising was also discussed. Members decided to wait to find out whether or not they got he grant to decide what actions to take next.
Isaac Coddington plaque:  J. Kimball reported that she has finally received a response from Bobbie Smart in regards to the wording and type of plaque. She read the proposed inscription and gave the details of the design. She asked members to review the grammatical aspects. 
Phragmites meeting: J. Kimball and N. Crouch briefly informed of some information that they obtained at the recent discussion meeting.  

“Jocko” Speaker:  J. Kimball informed that she will be getting additional information and a contract with speaker, La’Ron Williams. She has also informed him that unless they get a grant, they will not be able to afford to have him come.

NEW BUSINESS

Joint Meeting with PITMS, November 28, 2011- 6:00 pm:  N. Kinney provided the new meeting date.  
Ad-hoc committee for Museum Society: C. Paavola asked if anyone was designated to be responsible for discussions or contact with the Museum Society. The contract was only for one year, so it will need to be renewed.  C. Paavola made a motion to nominate D. Spencer and C. Peters as ad-hoc members to represent the Parks and Rec. committee in contract negotiations.  There was some confusion regarding the purpose of the meeting. P. Pokorski clarified that the two full committees have met annually in the past to discuss past and future projects, maintenance, and plans for the parks.  A separate meeting his held with the attorney and representatives from the Parks and Rec. and Township to discuss contracts and operating dollars.  C. Peters seconded the motion. All ayes; motion carried.
Committee roles for 2011-12 year: N. Kinney felt that there needed to be clarification as to what the member roles really meant and entailed, and as to what the purpose of each role was to actually be. She asked for someone to be a point person in regards to contacting each member to determine whether or not they were still interested in their roles. C. Paavola volunteered to contact members and assist with the task.
Benefit luncheon for Gene Campbell:  C. Paavola informed of the date and time of the benefit.  She gave instructions on how donations can be made as well as what is all included in the fundraiser.  
Other: K. Pettalia asked about the advertisement for members.  P. Pokorski reminded that N. Kinney and C. Peters have terms expiring at the end of the month. He asked if both of them were still interested in serving on the committee, and both indicated they were.  A letter of interest from K. Pettalia was given to N. Kinney. It was also informed that D. Trelfa had presented a letter of interest that was read aloud at the last Board meeting.  N. Kinney had not seen the letter from D. Trelfa.  
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:28 pm. The next meeting is scheduled for Oct. 31st at 7:00 pm.
